


A carved yew high-backed Windsor armchair with cabriole legs and a mahogany seat, circa 1770. Its sophistication suggests 
that it was probably made for a gentry household and possibly by a London maker. It has undergone considerable 
restoration: the X-form stretcher, in particular, is a mahogany replacement, almost certainly for the curved 'crinoline' type. 
This is the only remaining Windsor chair in the Parker Collection.
